	Project Description: From the PIA intake form, cc929, Project summary: The initiative aims to tackle the issue of loud and excessive vehicle noise in Calgary, a concern that has garnered significant attention from residents. Over the years, numerous complaints have been lodged regarding noisy vehicles, encompassing a range of disturbances including loud mufflers, vehicle alarms, horns, and general vehicle noise, whether in motion or stationary. With over 1,500 complaints reported to Calgary 311 between 2018 and 2022, it's evident that this issue is not isolated but rather pervasive. In response to this growing concern, the Calgary Council approved a Notice of Motion aimed at addressing noisy vehicles through enhanced enforcement of the Calgary Traffic Bylaw. This led to the initiation of a project involving the establishment of a specialized Traffic Safety Team staffed with Community Peace Officers (CPO). Initially conceived solely to address noisy vehicles, further deliberation and research revealed the impracticality of dedicating an entire team solely to this task. Consequently, the scope of the project expanded to empower the Traffic Safety Team to address a broader range of minor traffic safety violations, as agreed upon by both the Calgary Police Service (CPS) and the Government of Alberta. To effectively enforce traffic regulations and address noisy vehicles, personal information of citizens will be collected through various means, including body-worn cameras and dash cams. The collection, use, and disclosure of personal information are necessary for the successful implementation of this initiative. By leveraging data captured through these devices, authorities can identify offenders, track patterns of non-compliance, and take appropriate enforcement actions.
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
