	Project Description: The City of Calgary has adopted several strategic plans for dismantling systemic racism within City government and among Calgary communities. The project described here aims to support the City’s effort by helping to educate City Council and staff, and the public generally, about the history and continuing prevalence of racism in Calgary.

Educating Calgarians about historical and current racism is an essential step for Calgarians to reckon and reconcile with the past, and to be inspired to take and support actions to dismantle ongoing systemic racism.

The Anti-Racism Action Committee (“ARAC”) will use a “story telling” approach for this project—that is, the project will publish first-hand accounts of individual Calgarians about their (or their ancestors’) experiences with racism in the city.

Story telling is an effective way to educate people about racism because it creates connections and builds familiarity and trust. A listener or reader can become more interested in and empathetic with a person’s experience with racism if the experience is told through a story—that is, a first-hand narrative—rather than through a narrative or list of factual bullet points conveyed by a third party.

Calgary’s City Council established the ARAC in June 2020 to advise Council and provide leadership in developing and implementing a community-based anti-racism strategy. The ARAC’s roles include monitoring challenges relating to racism and identifying chances to work and collaborate with communities to fight racism. This project will help the ARAC to serve all these roles.

Stories will be recorded via any of the following means, after which they will be published on a City-hosted website:
- In writing by the participating story tellers
-Tape recorded interviews (audio and/or visual)
-Transcriptions of recorded interviews
-Interviewers writing

Story tellers will have the option of having their stories published either anonymously or with their names. In any event, names of story tellers will be collected and kept internally for record keeping purposes. As part of the project, ARAC will also provide opportunities for Artists who desire to have their artworks promoted on the City’s website. Name and contact information of selected Artists will be collected and published with their artworks on the City’s website.
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
