Project Description:

The Community Services / Calgary Parks (“Parks”) division of the City of Calgary’s (“The City”) has updated their Branching Out
Program (“Program”), which will provide an appropriate species of tree at no cost to a homeowner after the homeowner voluntarily
participates in a free online eLearning module (“module”) called “Right Tree, Right Location”. This module teaches homeowners
about selecting a species, selecting an appropriate planting location and educates on how to plant their new tree with a view to
increasing The City’s urban tree canopy, as mandated by the Municipal Development Plan, Urban Forestry Strategic Plan. Once a
homeowner completes the Module, appropriate tree options will be identified.

Any homeowner can participate in this program by participating and completing the online Module. After completing the Module,
the homeowner can opt in to participate in the Program. To do so Parks requires that a homeowner provide their name, address
and contact information (phone and/ or email) to ensure that the property is located within The City, to make arrangements to
provide the homeowner with the identified and appropriate tree, make recommendations related to the planting of the tree and to
then map the location to track the urban canopy impact.

Once the tree is delivered, only the tree will be mapped to its location on The Public Tree Map, which is hosted on the Geospatial
Business Solutions (“GBS”) supported Map Gallery available on Calgary.ca
